This Agreement does not include any legal services and IFC is not a law firm nor

can it practice law in any state. IFC cannot guarantee a specific outcome or accurately predict how long the process will

take. This process may take more or less than twelve (12) months; however you may cancel this Agreement at any time.

IFC does not charge you, the client, for the performance of any service which it has agreed to perform until such service

is fully performed.

In consideration of services performed by IFC Services and a low monthly fee, you agree:

A. To pay INTEGRATED FINANCIAL CONSULTANTS, after the completion of the opening of the client file and enrollment into the program,

the fee of $149.00 within five (5) to fifteen (15) days, and $50.00. each subsequent month for work performed the previous

month. (You pay only the fixed monthly fee identified in this agreement.) You grant IFC permission to (i) verify your

account information and (ii) withdraw the earned funds from your credit card or bank account unless you terminate this Agreement.

B. To allow IFC to receive and review credit reports furnished by third parties and to mail legible copies of your credit

reports to us at least every ninety (90) days. Promptly forward to us copies of all efforts on your behalf, and promptly

inform IFC of any change of address.

C. To only communicate with credit bureaus through written correspondence while this Agreement is in effect

D. You will be charged additional fees if your payment for IFC services is not honored upon first presentment by IFC to

your Credit Card Company or bank. (1) You may be assessed an additional $10.00 fee if the payment request is not

honored. (2) You may be assessed an additional $5.00 fee, if you need to change your billing date.

E. INTEGRATED FINANCIAL CONSULTANTS are provided on a month-to-month basis. You are charged only for services rendered during the previous month. You understand and agree that you are billed by INTEGRATED FINANCIAL CONSULTANTS for services rendered on your behalf, not for a specific case outcome.
